Take Back: Industrial Batteries

As a producer of industrial batteries under the Regulations we, GNB Industrial Power (UK)
Limited have produced lead-acid chemistry type industrial batteries which have been placed or
intended to be placed on the market during this calendar year and the preceding three years.
More recently we have produced lithium chemistry type industrial batteries which have been
placed or intended to be placed on the market during this calendar year and the preceding two
years.

We are obliged to take back free of charge, waste industrial batteries supplied to an end user for
treatment and recycling. We are required to do this in any calendar year we place new industrial
batteries on the market.

to do this in any calendar year we place new automotive batteries on the market.
